Step #1 Establish a school safety organization at
your school through the existing process.

 Get school administration and staff support.  1.

3. Recruit students to join that represent all  
aspects of the student body.

4.  Name it!! 

Step #2: Apply to the Maryland Center for School Safety (MCSS) for recognition.
Recognition provides the organization with monthly newsletters that share ideas from
other students across the state. Applying for recognition requires providing evidence of an
active organization (defined as meeting at least 4 times a year and sponsoring at least 2
school safety strategies for your school and community). Your organization's name will be
listed on the official MCSS online registry. MCSS recognition form

Step #3: Lead events that promote school safety
solutions. 

Step #4: Promote the Safe Schools Maryland (SSMD) Reporting System.
